It was to our great surprise
that We were to be welcomed
in style and honour at the
Lima International Airport,
PERU, inspite of the absence
of His Excellency the Gover-
nor of Penang, our UPM
Chancellor and his entourage,
who were supposed to lead
the deleg;ttion. His Excellency
had responded dutifully to the
order of the Prime Minister,
who wanted all state govern-
ments to be in keeping with
his caU on spending cut. This
first trip of its kind would have
been cancelled, had it not
been for the intervention by
the Deputy Prime Minister
and the Education Minister,
who took into consideration
the appeal made by the Am-
bassador of Peru to Malaysia
and our Ambassador to Peru.
Both ambassadors had care-
fully prepared the itinerary,
and made the necessary con-
tacts and arrangements. The
President personaUy under-
took responsibility by making
several calls to UPM to get
confirmation. Many people,
including the public were
puzzled by the special invita-
tion made exclusive by a
President of a country only to
UPM staff and students.

How did it all happen?
It aU started with a double sin-
gle and simple word utterance,
'sing, sing,' that came sponta-
neously out of the mouth of
our Vice Chancellor, Profes-
sor Dato' Dr. Syed Jalaludin
Ilin Syed Salim. This straight
forward decision of his gen-
erated a new mometum to-
wards a cordial social interac-
tion between the President of
Peru and UPM.

On 22 November 1996,
UPM conferred an
Honourary Degree of Doc-
tor of Philosophy to President
Alberto Fujimori. It was then
decided that the National
Anthem of Peru be played on
tape.

The concept of Health Promot-
ing Schools arose in response to
the realisation to the need to look
at public health at an even ear-
lier developmental stage of the
health problem. Instead of solv-
lng public health problems as
they surface, the new approach
would seek to address issues lead-
ing to the said problems. The pri-
ority, therefore, is now placed on
the promotion of health leading
towards disease prevention.

This view was supported by
the World Health Organization
(WHO) Western Pacific Region
report entitled "New Horizon
in Health" which outlined \:V3YS

of srru crur ing plans and pro-
grJl1llnes pursuing "Health for
ALIby the Year 2000." This dOCLI-
menr identified three themes for
future work, namely preparation
for Irfe, protection for Irfe and
qualrty for Irfe in later years.
Health promoting schools are
based on the first of the three
themes, preparation for Irfe, fo-
cusing 011 hl'31th promotion is-
sues particularly relevant to in-
fancy, childhood and youth.
Schools are given priority in the
regional health promotion pro-
graJlJme endorsed by Member
States in1993.

Twenty-seven countries re-
sponded to a proposal for the de-
,-e!opment of healrh-prOllloting
schools. In \995, eight countries
were actively involved. They
were China, Malaysia, Lao
People's Democratic R.epublic,
Papua New Guinea, R.epublic of
Korea, Singapore, Vietnalll and
the Solomon Islands.

Tl.e SIXIllaJor elemellts that
form the basis of a health pro-
moting school are school health
policy, the physical environment,
the social environn1ent, C01111llU-
nity relationships, personal health
skills and health services,

It is also understood that the
development of health pronlot-
ing schools calls for building al-
liances. The Department of
Health must collaborate' with the
Department of Education at the
country level; and within WHO,
an interdivisional theme group
on rreparation for life ensures
that all relevant activities such as
tobacco, H1V/ AIDS and nutri-
tion are considered. WHO also
collaborates \Vlth UNESCO,
UNICEF, UNFPA and tlie South
Pacific Commission ,111dEduca-
tion Intenutional in developing
health promoting schools,

The Goal
A health promoting school is
characterised by it constantly
strengthening its capacity as a
healthy setting for living, learn-
ing and working. The Illain COI1-

cenlS of a health promoting
school include:

Engaging health and educa- -
tion officers, teachers, stu-
dents, parents ann conlrnu-
nity leaders in efforts to make
the school J healthy plae e,
Implementing policies, prac-
tices and rneasures that eIl-
cour:1ge self-esteenl, provide
multiple oppurtunities for
SllCCeSS and acknowledge
good efforts and intentions
as well as personal achieve-
lnent.
StrivIng to provide a healthy
environment, school health
education and school health
services along with school!
community health projects

and outreach, health promo-
tion programmes for staff,
programmes for coullselling,
social support and mental
health promotion ere.
Striving to improve the
health of school personnel,
families, community rncrn-
bers as well as pupils, and
working with c om mu nitv
leaders to help them under-
stand how the c ommun iry
contributes to health and
education.

WHO ill l 995, convened on an
Expert Commirrce on Compre-
hensive School Health Educa-
tion and Promotion (World
Health '\996) to assess what is
known about health through
schools. The committee re-
viewed research from both de-
veloping and developed coun-
tries and concluded that school
health programmes can simulta-
neously decrease cornman
health problems, increase effi-
ciency of the education systenl
and thus advance public health,
education and social and eco-
nornic development in all nJ-
tions. The Expert COJl1l11ittee
also recolTll11ended 10 steps to
help schools become "Health
Promoting Schools". The 10
steps are as follows :-
'1. Schools provide an entry

point for health promotion
and intervention

2, Health education taught in
schools must be skilled based

3. Schools must provide safe
learning and working envl-
rOnl11CIlt

4. Full educlt10nal participation
of girls must be encouraged

5, Investment in schooling must
be a llnjor concern for every
Member State

6, International support re-
quired in the early stages

7. Successful school health pro-
grannnes Illllst be in place

8. COlTununity and school in-
teraction to support health
and education

9. Provide training of teachers
and school staff

10. Policies, legislation and
guidelines must be developed
to ensure the 1110biJisatiun, al-
location and co-ordination of
resources at all levels.

Health promoting schools is a
setting-based approach of pro-
moting health to a number of
groups (pupils, their fal11ilies,staff
and the comlTlunity) on cl vari-
ety of topics(nutrition, obesity,
sexual health, accidents, environ-
nlental issues etc.) uSlng a variety
of methodologies (campaigns,
health education, conU1lunity de-
velopment etc.). The concept is
3n excellent strategy to achieve
one of thc main ol;Jectives of
WHO, that is, "Health for All by
the Year 2000."

Another irnportant point is
that schooling in itself is shown
to be a powerful way to influence
he'lith everywhere, This can be
clearly de11l0nstrated from the
bene6ts of Maternal and Child
Health (Editorial, World Health
1996). Educated women tend to
marry later and more likely to
utilis~ the family planning serv-
ices, They make informed deci-
sions regarding health matters
through he'lith education, take
better care of their children and
t:1l11ilyas a whole and are more
likely to have their children im-
munised against infectious dis-

eases.
Health promot ing schools

also provide opporruniries for na-
tions to deal with the common
public health issues. This is par-
ticularly useful for developing
countries where resources are
scarce.

Discussions
Proruot ing the health of the
young is a good iuvcsnncnr for
,:my nation. The reason IS S1l11-
ply that these young people WIll
de r erm in e the h e a l t h and
economy of rhe nation in future
years. If the nation is committed
to nurture all aspects of health -
physical, mental and social, of
these young people, they will
grow up to be well rounded in-
dividuals and thus vvill contrib-
ute to the prosperity of the na-
tion (World Health 1996). The
key issue here is to l11ake every
eflort to promote health at a very
young age so that healthy behav-
iOllr 11UY be inculcated earlier on
in life and stays throughout mid-
dle and old ages.

Young people learn not only
frolll teachers in school, but fro1l1
their fan1ilies Jnd the c0111llluni-
(ies a( large. Therefore, it is i111-
portant to provide health educa-
tion to the fa111i1yand the com-
munity so that there is constant
reinforcements Jnd sin1ilar values
picked up by the young people
in the home Jnd cOlllnlllniry set-
tings. However, the concept of
health is not as simple as that, as
then" are Illany dcrernlinants of
health such as cultural values, en-
vironn1ent, 50cil1J aspect, genetic
endOW111ent to n~lIl1e a few. With
these in mind, the health inter-
ventions planned must be able to
harmonise v"ith these detenni-
nants of health in order to achieve
effectiveness.

The checklist of Health Pro-
motion Primiples (Phil Hanlon,
Outline Notes on Health Promo-
tion) can be applied to evaluate
the strengths and weaknesses of
the concept of Health Pr01110t-
ing Scho\.)ls.

Most of the examples in the
literature illustrate that the con-
cept is based on a broad defini-
tion ofhealrh, that is, it covers rhe
physical, 111entaland social aspect
of health. Ho\Vever most of the
time, it concentrates n10re on the
positive conlponent of rhese as-
pects of health, Most of the ex-
amples also show that the deter-
l11inants of health have been weLl
analysed, Health for all princi-
ples were applied in most of the
progrannnes and the concept of
Health Promoting school is to
teach life skills and works all the
the111eof preparation for life and
therefore the process is empow-
ering.

Health Promoting Schools
use a combination methodology
of education, prevention and ad-
vocacy. Ho\Vever, in Illost in-
stances the J11ain en1phasis is on
education. This would be en-
hanced by considering the mul-
tiple approaches to promoting
health. when we consider the
models of education, the two
nlore relevant oues \vould be
Health Actioll Models and Stages
of Change,

Most of the examples indi-
cate that a con1prehen5ive needs
assessrnent \vas done and in a fe\v
cases a conullUniry diagnosis \vas
pelformed. III some instances,
pbnnjng \vas good. Ho\vever, this
could be further improved if all
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poles of the health compass were
explored. Evaluation can be done
011 a short or long term basis.
Most of the examples quoted an
improvement ill the overall health
of the pupils and the community
An improvement in the school
environment also resulted. How-
ever, most of the rime, it f:lils to
discuss the benefits achieved by
the schools' staff. More emphasis
such as training and incentives

should be given to this group of
people in the school setting too.
In the long term, an evaluation
on the overall morbidity and
mortality rates ill the countries
can be done and the country's
econOIT1Y would portray the in-
ve sr m e n r put in promoting
health of the pupils, staffand the
c ommun itv at large llsing J

school setting.
It can be concluded that

Health Pronloting Schools offer
J strategy in visualising WHO's
"Health for All by the Year 2000"
by working all the theme of
preparation for life. It also offers
a way of dealing with the Na-
tion's public health issues and in-
vesting 111 she hcalt h of the young
people will certainly enrich the
Nations" future economy which
will again reinforce the health
of the population.

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TOUCHED BY A DIVINE AFFLATUS: THE LIFE,WORKS, AND
IDEOLOGY OF RABINDRANATH TAGORE
lA brief outline of Ihe lalk by Assoc. Prof Dr. Mohammad A Quayum on 13 Augusl 1998)

Tagore was born on 7 MaylS61 in a rich and culturally prominent
family in Calcutta, Bengal. His father Debendranath Tagore was" re-
nowned religious reformer.Tagore was the fourteenth child in a family
offifteen.All the members of his family were blessed with rare endow-
ments in literature, ITlUSic, <1[[, philosophy, and mathematics. However,
Tagore came to excel and overshadow them all. Named afier the sun
(rabi in Bengali, derived from Sanskrit ravi, means the sun), he truly
lived up to his name. Like the sun he shed light and warmth ceaselessly

The High Commissioner of India, Vice Chance/or and Dr. Qaylflfl

upon his people and vitalized the mental and moral soil of his land.
Tagore's reputation, especially in the West, lies preeminently in his po-
etic ac,:hievemcnts. He was a poet of bafillng, breathtaking cre;1tivlty.
He had written about 7,000 lines of verse even before he was eight-
een. Tagore's genius, however, \vas rnultifaccted; he was a darling of
versatility. A poet, he was also an actor, a playwright, producer, musi-
cian, painter, educationjst, cultural refOrl11Cr, philosopher, novelist, short
story writer, and a critic of life and literature. Altogether Tagore wrote

more than] 000 poems and more than 2000 songs (of which he wrote
both the lyrics and the music). Moreover, he wrote nearly two dozen
plays, eight novels, eight or more volumes of short stories, and cl mass of
prose on literary, social, religious, political and cultural issues. He was
also the founder of a university, the Visva-Bharati, which Tagore de-
clared, "like a vessel carries the cargo of my life's best treasure."

Tagore received many accolades in his illustrious life. Of them, the
most outstanding was the Nobel Prize for Literature in] 9] 3. He was
also knighted by king George V of England in 1915. Furthermore, he
received an honorary doctorate fi:om Oxford University in 1940, for
which the Oxford traveled to the poet's doorsteps instead of the poet
traveling to Oxford.

It c"n be said "bolltTagore that he almost single-handedly brought
about a revival in Bengali literature, culture, and consciollsness. He was
also cl pioneer of the Indi~Hl R..enaissance. For his contribution to the
revitalization of Indian culture and psyche, he came to be reckoned "a
supreme sYl11boi of India's culture and spirit." However,Tagore was tOO

much of a colossus to be confined either to Bengal or to India. He
belonged to Asia and he belonged to the world. His message,asJawaharlal
Nehru commented in a personal letter to a biographer ofTagore, "was
[,not] narrowly national. lit was meant] for the world."ExplainingTagore's
contribution to the world, the scientist Albert Einstein said,"[Hc] served
mankind all through rhis] long and fruitful life, spreading everywhere a
gentle and free thought in a manner loflndian] Seers."

Tagorc was essentially a messenger of peace. non-violence, and broth-
erhood of mankind across races and religions. He believed in the prin-
ciples of Universalism and P-eligion of Man, that there will be time
when all the races (mel religions of the world, sacrificing their narrow
differences, \,vitl come to live harmoniously together. He derived Illany
of his teachinf,"S fi-onl the Hindu scriprures such as the Bhagavad Gita
and the Upanishads; yet, like Mahatma Gandhi, he was opposed to
religiolls fanaticisnl, and e\'en provided Sevcre~t of criticisms against
Hindu social institutions and religious practices that encouraged super-
stition and inequality and tolerated injustice in society. Explaining his
principle of religious unity, for example, Tagore once s"id, "We must
go beyond all narrow bounds and look towards the day when Buddah,
Christ, and Mohammed will become one:'

BM-English Bilingualism-
Not a Linguistic Conflict

There is a necessity to be bi-
lingual in both Bahasa Malay-
sia (13M) and English in Ma-
laysia. This need should not be
regarded as a competition
where the development of one
language could jeopardize the
other. Bahasa Malaysia is the
national and official language
of Malaysia and is regarded as
a race-unifying factor while
English is stipulated by the na-
tional curriculum as the sec-
ond most important language
for the nation. The opportu-
nity to master both 13M and
English is provided by the gov-
ernment through its education
infrastructure.

Bahasa Malaysia has estab-
lished primacy in Malaysia and
its use has successfully been im-
plemented. It is the medium
for all levels of official commu-
nication and public education.
However, with the country's
present aspiration of becoming
industrially developed and

known worldwide, English is
seen as the language that will
allow Malaysia to make this
qualltul11 leap to international
success.
Not realizing the importance
of English would be a con-
tradiction to our policy as a
nation in a world community
because in this era of the glo-
bal village, the most accept-
able other language for Ma-
laysia seems to be English. It
opens up the corridor to an
important and huge store of
knowledge. To be a global
player, the government recog-
nizes the importance of Eng-
Iish and the role it plays in
moulding better students
(The New Straits Times.june
29,1995).

One of the more serious
problems facing BM-English
bilingualism in Malaysia is the
lack of agreement as to its
purpose and aims. There is the
belief that promoting English

may result in the loss of the
Malay identity as stated by Pro-
fessor Ismail Hussein, "Lan-
guage is the soul of a race
We should master English but
let it not master us." (Malaysian
Business, October 1-15, 1992).
The concern is that Malaysia
is officially a 13M speaking
country, and since :111 levels of
education use 13M as a medium
of instruction, it is the obliga-
tion of the government to pre-
serve the sanctity of 13M.

The government's initiative
has been misinterpreted and
viewpoints on this issue are
linked to general political phi-
losophy and ideals of what it
means to be a Malaysian.
However, the Prime Minister
has stated that "we should not
become fanatical about it (BM)
because that would make it dif-
ficult for us to benefit our race
in a competitive world.
Whether we Likeit or not, Eng-
lish is an international lan-
guage" (Malaysian Business,
October 1-15, 1992). The na-
tion, therefore, has to take a
realistic approach and promote
13M-English bilingualism.

It must be noted that while
the government is defining

new limits for the use of Eng-
lish, there is no intention to
undermine the status and role
of 13M. English is not to be
regarded as a better or more
superior language than 13M.
13M has a role to play and Eng-
lish is the other language for
pragmatic reasons.

Le.uuiug both 13M and
English must always be part.

o of a Malaysian education and
this should be promoted and
encouraged. In today's world,
language is an important so-
cial phenomenon to stimulate
social and economic growth.
The learning and use of a lan-
guage should not be allowed
to become a political issue as
the opportunity to learn a
language should be provided
to all.

For as long as there is a
need for an international me-
dium of acquiring knowledge
and communication, and as
English is logically that lan-
guage, Bahasa Malaysia-English
bilingualism in Malaysia
should be apparent. Atti-
tudes towards this should be
positive. Positive conse-
quences for one language
does not imply negative con-

sequences for the other as "no
country will downplay or de-
b a s e its o w n language"
(Asiaweek,june 16,1995).

The Uncommon
C0l11111on Sense

Something is amiss. Have you
noticed the way we react to
something or make some of
our decisions' It seems to lack
sense at times doesn't it' And
then we will go through a pe-
riod of remorse and regret be-
cause we realise too late that
we have acted in haste or have
made a decision without
thinking seriously about it.
While reflecting on this, it
dawned on me that some of
us are no longer adept at us-
ing our common sense for
routine day-to-day decision
making. A £leeting thought
passed my mind - could it be
that the sense that we call
common is no longer com-
mon' In fact as I ruminated
more about this, the more
convinced I became that
common sense is fast becom-
ing uncommon. As far as [
can recollect, I remember
having been told that all of us
inherit (vaguely remember
hearing something about our
genetic make-up) a package
of rational thinking, no mat-
ter our educational levels and
achievements. It must have
been the maximum use of this
package called the common
sense that got our parents
through life with so little by

way of education.
Why are we failing to use

this critical mental faculty? As
I rummage through my mind,
all the instances where com-
mon sense has not prevailed
appears as an endless list. To
cite a few, here goes: Take the
case of Penang. I do not know
how many of you remember
those crazy days of ferrying
between the island and the
mainland when we had to buy
tickets for the ferry at both
ends. The queues were end-
less and the Jams were hor-
rendous. I learnt from a friend
(when I was an undergrad in
USM) that a foreign consult-
ant was hired to come up with
a solution. He was housed in
the most posh hotel and feted
for two weeks. At the end of
the two-week stay, rumour
has it that he wrote a three-
word report - "Charge one
way"! And 10 and behold the
queues became immediately
immeasurably shorter. [ be-
lieve he was paid a hefty fee
for this report. I am quite con-
vinced that the guy figured it
out in one day that Penang
being an island, whoever from
the island went out, had to
come back and whoever came
in from the mainland had to

go back. Making users pay
double at one end was the ob-
vious solution. Sheer com-
mon sense. Since we could not
figure it out ourselves, we had
to pay for it.

Recently my clerk called
up a couner company on a
Monday morning and asked
to have a dispatch boy over to
pick up a manuscript that had
to be sent to Singapore ur-
gently.lt was promptly picked
up on that Monday afternoon
itself. Come Wednesday we
call Singapore and it has not
found its way there yet. Or.
Thursday morning, I get a call
from a sweet young thing who
pronounces my name as
though it is one of those
tongue-twister Russian names
and then inquires as to what
to do with the envelope that
has a Singapore address with
a professor's name and my
name as the sender. She con-
tinues that we have not given
her any 'instructions" [ almost
choked with anger as the
adrenaline coursed through
my veins. Seething with an-
ger, [ asked her why would
anyone want to use a courier
service if it is not an emer-
gency and why had she to wait
for four days before ringing
me up to receive 'instructions'.
She is shocked at my anger
and tells me as a matter efface,
"I am new here. Surely you
don't expect me to know my
job immediately". [ cannot get
over it. Surely none can dis-
pute with me that it is a case
of the uncommon common
sense.

Is it not common sense
that when we give to people
something that they have not
worked for, then we are tak-
ing away something that
someone else has worked for.
Yet we continue doing it.

Take the case of our youth

and their indulgences. So
many grandiose schemes have
been put forward to keep
them occupied and away from
unsavoury activities.The crux
of the matter has been missed.
Even with all these schemes,
the child can go wrong if the
fan11ly has not given the child
an upbringing. It is common
sense that only the parents can
parent and inculcate the nec-
essary Life values in a child.
Neither the state nor the maid
have the qualities and the em-
pathy to undertake this cru-
cial tack of parenting. Yet so
many of us are guilty of ex-
pecting the school, the college
or the state to do this task for
us.With thousands of children
to handle, can they do it for
us? Is it not common sense
that we parents are the best
people to undertake this task'

[5 it not common sense
(especially if you are a wage
earner with a regular income)
to spend on essentials at the
beginning of the month and
then indulge in whims and
fancies if you find that you
have extra cash on hand? No,
this is not the case. So many
of my wage earner friends tell
me that they indulge in them-
selves at the beginning of the
month, really tighten their belt
(and that of their children) to-
wards the middle of the
month and are just Jubilant
when pay day comes at the
end of the month. Does it
make sense'

Is it not common sense to
set standards that we require
(for almost everything) and
the guidelines to achieve it be-
fore we lament about falling
standards? Yet today almost
everyday we read in the pa-
pers abou t graduates who are
not up to mark. buildings that
collapse, roads that cave in,
pipes that run dry etc. Com-

mon sense again. What else
can we expect'

Are we going to be learn-
ing lessons like this all the
time.We must remember that
school Lifedoes not really pre-
pare us for the life ahead be-
cause of one remarkable dif-
ference in the pattern of
learning. At school, we have
our lessons daily. Then we sit
for our test. But in real life,
we get the acid test and then
we learn our lesson.Why? Be-
cause we are not using our
common sense. And what is
even more senseless is that we
never learn from these lessons.
We continue to make deci-
sions mechanically rather than
drawing on our capacity to ra-
tionalise and analyse.

[ ask myself why' I won-
der whether it is because we
are looking without seeing,
hearing without listening,
touching without feeling, and
tasting and smelling without
differentiating? [recently read
a research article that our
brain, like all other pans of
our body, needs exercise. It
needs the vital exercise of
thinking, reflecting and ru-
minating. According to this
report, the more we think and
write, the greater our prowess
in thinking. And thoughts
form in our mind as a result

of what we see, read, hear,
touch and smell.To me, it ap-
pears then that con11110n sense
is a direct result of a full and
maximum utilisation of the
con11110n senses. If we think
about it, surely there must be
a relationship between the
two. The more we think, the
more adept we become in
thinking. And after sometime,
for anything that we under-
take, serious thought becomes
second nature. I can only
think that in doing things me-
chanically, we are in danger
of not giving sufficient exer-
cise to our brain. Remember
the great Sherlock Holmes, a
fictitious character, no doubt.
Remember how convincingly
Sir Arthur Connan Doyle
used to write about Holmes'
powers of sight, hearing,
touch, feeling and smell which
enabled him to solve seem-
ingly mysterious problems.
And then he would wind up
with his famous words, "El-
ementary, my dear Watson".

I am not advocating that
all of us reach the level of
Sherlock Holmes' "Elemen-
tary, my dear Watson". But
certainly there is an acute
need for greater rationalising
and logical thinking in the
way we make Our decisions.
It makes better sense.

Simbiosis mesra antara "pihak tertentu-bank-firma" telah
mengaburi sektor swasta dan korporat sehingga mereka
percaya bahawa nasib mereka akan senantiasa dibela apabila
krisis melanda. Simbiosis inijuga telah mencorak satu sistem
yang menyimpangjauh ideal dan norma pasaran persaingan
sempurna dalam teori ekonomi. Pendek kata, kealpaan kita
memantau ekonomi yallg bertumbub terlalu pesat telah
ll1embawa kepada krisis sekarang ini. Faktor luaran yang
turut menyull1bang kepada krisis ini termasuk kelell1bapan
ekonomi Eropah dan Jepun. Yang nyata bahawa kegawatan
ekonomi yang kita lalui ini berpunca daripadagabungan
pelbagai pembolehubab terll1asuklah pihak tertentu, tokoh
korpor~t, bank, pelabur spekulator, ekonomi antarabangsa
dan lain-lain lagi.

Pakar ekonomi IMF pada tabun 1996 telah berpendapat
babawa peningkatan pelaburan dan penggunaan
meningkatkan kurangan imbangan semasa - iaitu ia telah
meningkat daripada 4% daripada KDNK dalam tahun 1992-
93 kepada 8% dalamtahun 1996. Petunjuk yang menandakan
baha '3 ekonomi negara mengalami tekanan adalah
kekurangan tenaga buruh terutama buruh mahir dan
kenaikan berlebihan harga hartanah. Dalam sektor

Ekolloilli lllerupakan bidang yang udak pasti, ia bukall
satu sains tulin dan sering bertengkarab.

Fizik dan Ekonomi
Ekonomi mengikut kacamata seorang aWi fizik ternama iaitu
William Petty adalah "n01l1bor, wajaran atau ukuran."
Bermula dari teori ekonomi klasik yang berlandaskan
theologi, ilmu ini telab meluas melalui pertambahan
kumulatif pelbagai bidang dan pengkhususan. Pengkhususan
seperri ekonometTik, mikro dan makroekonomi,
perdagangan antarabangsa, ekonomi kewangan adalah
diantara cabang pengkhususan teori ekonomi moden.

Malah perubahan merupakan perkara yang malar dalam
apajua konteks apatah lagi gedung iImu. Masalah dan kaedah
ekono1l1i senantiasa berubah. Lima abad yang lampau bidang
ekonomi hampir-hampir tidak wujud, ia hanya sebagai satu

cabang atau sampingan kepada theologi. Satu dekad yang
lepas ia bertumpu kepada isu "golongan pekerjJ" dan peranan
mereka dalam pembangunan. Dalam tahun 1960an fokus
abli ekonomi bertumpu kepada isu keme\esetan dan
kelembapan ekonomi.

Kini mdsalahnya lebih rumit dan kompleks dan lebib
merupakan sam disiplin professional yang penting kepada
penggubal polisi, institusi pasaran, orang awam sebagai satu
pendekatan dalarn memahami masyarakat dan gelagat insani.

Jalinan ekonomi - politik
Menyingkap kembali krisis ekonomi negara, ta1l1pak jelas
ia menampilkan pelbagai isu dan prinsipal, ekonomi dan
politik yang saling beljalin erat antJra satu dengan lain.
Lagipun krisis ini meletus bukan sebari tetapi hasil interaksi
pembolehubah tersebut melalui jangka waktu yang agak
lama juga. Penyelesaian masalah pasti rnelibatkan pelbagai
dimensi.

Apabila berdepan dengan isu moral dan penilaian Joan
~obil1Son rernah berkata bahawa "bubn tugas ahli ekonomi
untuk memberitahu apa yang perlu dibuat, tetapi untuk
mellunjukkan mengapa apa yang kita lakukan adalah selari
dengan prinsip-prinsip yang betu!." Pendek kata penyelesaian
ekonomi tidak memberi kata akhir kepada sesuatu
permasalahan.

Teori ekonomi lapuk
Isu pokok yang ingin dileraikan dalam reneana ini adalah,

Jawapannya secara tidak langsung telab dijawab daIalll
perenggan diatas, iaitu krisis ini berfungsi terus kepada
gabungan pelbagai parameter dan pembolehubah.

IVLlll.llll,J[ lll.1I11.1 rcor i tcrmasuk teori ekonollli adalah
unjuran dan kefahaman. Keutuhan scsuaru teori tidak diukur
dengan dimensi masa retapi daya ramalannya keatas sesuatu
perhubungan antara pernbolehubah ata u fenomena.Ada teori
yang bertahan beratus-ratus tahun lamanya tetapi telah
dipatahkan dalarn beberapa bulan sahaja. Contoh yang paling
ketara adalah teori lllengenai alam semesta yang berpusatkan
bUllli peloporan Aristotle dan Ptolemy yang kemudiannya
telah ditangkis oleh teori sistem solar beq:lusatkan matahari
oleh CorpenicllS.

Teori usang dan lapuk
Sama ada sesuatu teori itu usang dan lapuk adalah persoalan
daya unjuran teori tersebut. Daya unjuran sesuaru teori pula
bergantung kepada pertama andaian disebalik teori dan kedua
persarnaan sesuatu persekitaran I11cngikut masa dan tempat.
Sesuatu teori mungkin tepat dalalll persekitaran.Akan tetapi
tidak sesuai dalarn persekitaran B dalamjangka waktu t. Ada
teori yangdapat bertahan lama dan ada yang tidak -
kelumrahan yang dijangka bagi apa jUJ bidang ilmu. Dalam
konteks ekonomi apa yang nyata adalah teori - teorinya
sentiasa dimantapkan baik huraiannya mahupun
penentusahannya. Sebagai contob intipati doktrin laissez-faire
yang dipelopori oleh Adam Smith masih belum ditumpaskan
oleb alternatif yang lebih efektif. Sebaliknya ketu111pasan sistem
komunisme dan sosialis111e pada lewat 1980an hanya
memperkukubkan. lagi falsafab doktrin ini.

Namun tidak bermakna doktrin ini sempurlla dan
muktamad dalam maksud dan aspek operasinya. Doktrin 111asih
terdedah kepada kupasan demi kupasan berdasarkan kepada
penemuan elllpirik baru. Begitu juga dengan beberapa teori
lainnya seperti keseimbangan persaingan, utiliti dan lain-lain
lagi.

Jika situasi menjadi kucar kaeir, bukan salah teori tetapi salab
pengguna teori ataupun silap aplikasinya. Dalam konteks
krisis semasa, isu yang ditampilkan adalab isu usang yang
berusia beratus - ratus tahun. Isu ini termasuk (i)
ketidaksempurnaan pasaran (dalam kes ini pasaran saham
negara yang berat sebelah); (ii) ketidaktelusan maklumat
(yang benar-benar menyimpang keperluan dessiminasi
terbuka maklurnat dalam teori pasaran persaingan); (iii)
campurtangan politik dalam perniagaan (yang menentang
doktrin "invisible hands" sebagai .pemandu ekonomi utama;
dan (iv) kewujudan berotan pasaran yang serius sehingga
beberapa pihak menjadi tidak rasional dala111 tindak tanduk
mereka seperti mendedahkan modal risiko tanpa
lindungnilai. Ini tidak termasuk· isu moral (seperti loba
manusia) yang juga telah bertapak lama dalam disiplin
ekonomi klasik.

Hujah diatas sudah cukup membuktikan bahawa apa yang

The visit was given a very high
profile by the government and
the people of Peru, even in the
absence of our Tun Chancel-
lor, who pleased himself by
generously sponsoring 2 of the
students. Our activities were
flashed all over the mass me-
dia, both electronic and print.

hides to buy our necessities.
At first they gave us a chilling
reminder of the horrible hos-
tage incident, that was expe-
rienced by our ambassador
and his foreign counterparts,
but later when the phobia
evaporated we began to en-
joy the honourable treatment
and the company of the cour-
teous serviceman. We felt
privileged and dignified!

The 10 day visit (10-22
October 1997) was tightly
scheduled, including the visit
to 5 universities and the Lost
Province of the Incas in
Machu Picchu, Cusco. We
started of with the smallest of
steps towards achieving the
goal of cultural and academic
collaboration and co-opera-
tion with our Peruvian coun-
terparts, but now UPM is set
to become a major player as
the co-ordinator for Asian
Universities. Its role is to col-
laborate with the Peruvian
Network for Asia-Pacific
Studies, which is a consortium
of7 very high level Universi-
ties in Peru. The decision was
made in a meeting held at
Universidad Nacional Agraria

were gloriously rich at heart.
They revealed their unre-
served love and affection for
their down-to-earth Presi-
dent, and their extremely
warm hospitality to their visi-
tors.

The cultural groups both
ours and theirs were life wires,
without whom the visit
would have been less colour-
ful.

The Press Conference at
San Antonio Abad University,
Cusco was very well handled
by our DVC and Ambassador.
The press representatives asked

questions as specific as our
enrollment and as general as
our educational development
and employment opportuni-
ties. Our Faculty of Modern
Language Studies, which of-
fers Spanish language came
very relevant to their interest,
because Spanish is their first
language. It was really a small
step to start Spanish among
the 14 foreign languages that
we have, but it did create an
impact of being a shared com-
mon language, so too with the
other disciplines such as those
of science and technology.
Whether we realize it or not,
with one visit we have made
a giant leap across the Pacific
Ocean, that opens up doors
and windows for mutual in-
teraction, understanding and
cooperation, which is a pre-
requisite of any form of com-
munication, that will go a very
long way in our attempt to
. globalize and add value to our
education.

We were given complete po-
lice and army protection, dis-
patched by the President him-
self, whether or not we were
accompanied by His Excel-
lency Datuk Mokhtar Selat,
our Malaysian Ambassador to
Peru his wife and staff of the
Malaysian Embassy. The ges-
ture may seem just a small
command of a simple order
from the President, but it was
a tall one to small and ordi-
nary people like us. We felt
that we were ourselves Presi-
dents! There were serviceman
on alert, police outriders, cars,
vans, jeeps and trucks form
the moment we 'stepped out
of the Lima International Air-
port, till the moment we
checked in to return. There
was always at least a captain
in the bus that took us every-
where, several serviceman on
the trains and planes, more
than a dozen when we were
out in the open city squares
shopping or on mountains
and valleys visiting.They were
there even when we were re-
tiring in the hotels.

A day with the President
granted us the honour of a
Presidential trip on board a
Presidential jet, and a first hand
observation of the kind of
leadership Fujimori provided
his people with.

However, we be-
lieve that no president of any
country would readily come
down to the real earth, driv-
ing himself with great diffi-
culty to take a group of visi-
tors he respects to the back
yard of his country. He went
to the extent of guiding us
round the historical place,
talking about the lost Inca
civilization as though he was
a tourist guide.
