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HEALTH PROMOTING SCHOOLS 
Dr Sha rifah Zainiyah Bt Syed Yahya 

The concept of Health Pro111ot­
ing Schools .,rose in response to 
the realisation to the need to look 
at public health at an e,·en ear­
lier developmental stage of the 
health probkn1 .  I nstead of solv­
ing publ ic health prob\en,s as 
they surface, the new approach 
would seek to address i,sues lead­
ing to the said problems. The pri­
ority. therefore, is now pbced on 
the promotion of health leading 
towards discJ'IL' prevention . 

This ,·iew \\'as supported by 
tht· World Health Org;rnization 
(WHO) Western P:icific \legion 
report entitled "New Horizon 
in Health•· which outlined ways 
of structuring plans and pro­
gra1111nes pursuing · ·Health for 
All by the Year  2000.'' This docu­
ment identified three themes for 
future work. namely pn:p::iration 
for life, protection for l ife and 
qual i ty for l ife in l:iter years. 
Health promoting schools arc 
based on the first of the three 
themes. preparation for life, fo­
cu::iing on ht:alth promotion is­
sues parricularly relevant to in­
fa ncy. ch i ldhood and yo uth .  
Schools are given priority in the 
regional health pro111otion pro­
gramme endorsed by Me111ber 
States in 1 993. 

Twcnry-seven countries re­
sponded to a proposal for the de­
,·doprnent of health-pron,oting 
,chools. In 1 995 ,  eight countries 
WL're actively i nvolved. They 
were C h i n a ,  M alays ia ,  L ao  
People's Democratic Republic. 
Papua New Guinea, Republic of 
Korea, ingapore, Vietna1 1 1  and 
the Solomon I slands. 

Tl.e six 1 1 1ajor den,erns that 
form the basis of a health pto­
moting school are school health 
policy, the physical environment, 
the social environn1ent, comn1u­
nity relationships, personal health 
skills and health services. 

It is also under,tood that the 
development of health promot­
ing schools calls for building al­
l i ances .  The Department of 
Health must collaborate with the 
Department of Education at the 
country level; and within WHO, 
an inrerdivisional theme group 
on "'reparation for life t.·nsures 
that all relevant activities such as 
tobacco. H l V /AIDS and nutri­
tion arc considered. \X/HO also 
col laborates wi th  U N ESCO, 
UNICEF, UNFPA and tlie South 
Pacific Commission '111d Educa­
tion lnternatioml in developing 
health pro111oting schools. 

The Goal 

A health promoting school is 
characterised by i t  constantly 
strengthening its capacity as a 
healthy setting for living, learn­
ing and working.The main con­
cerns of a health pro1 1 1ot ing 
school include: 

Engaging health and educa- • 
rion officers, teachers, stu­
dents. parents and co111n1u­
nity leaders in effortS to make 
the school a healthy plac e. 
Implementing policies, prac­
tices and 111easures char en­
courage self-esteem. provide 
multiple opportunities for 
success and acknowledge 
good efforts and intentions 
as well as personal achieve-
111ent. 

Striving to provide a healthy 
environment, school health 
education and school health 
services al  ng with school/ 
community health projects 

and outreach. health pro1110-
cion progr:Jmmes for srafT. 
programmes for counselling. 
social support and 1 1 1ernal 
health promotion etc. 
S t r i v i ng  co improve the  
health of  school pnso11nd, 
families , community n1e111-

bers as well as pupils. and 
working with co1 1 1 1nunity 
leaders to help them under­
sr:1 1 1d ho\v the community 
contri bute, to health and 
educ1rion. 

WHO in 1 995 . com·ened on an 
Expert Committee on omprc­
hL'llsivc School Health Educa­
t ion  and Promot ion  (Wo rld  
Health 1 996) to  assess what is 
known about heal th through 
schools . The comrnittee re­
viewed research from both de­
veloping and de,·elopcd coun­
tries and conclucled that ,choo\ 
health progr:unmcs c:111 simulta­
neou s l y dec rc:i se  common  
hea lth proble,m. increase effi­
ci1?11cv of thc education system 
and tl�us a,h-ance public health. 
education and social am\ eco-
11ol l l ic development in :ill na­
tions . The Expert Committee 
also recommended IO steps to 
help schools become " H eal th 
Promoting Schools" . The 1 0  
steps are as follows :-
1. Schools pro,· ide an ernry

point for health romotion
:rnd intervention

2 Health education taught in 
schools must be skilled based 

3. Schools must provide safe 
learning and working envi­
ronment

4. Full educational participation
of girls must be encouraged

5. lnvcsrn1cnt in schooling n1ust
be a major concern for every 
Member State

6. I nternat ional  support re­
quired in  the early stages

7. Successful school health pro­
grammes rnust be in place

8. Community and school in­
teraction to support health
and education

9. Provide training of teachers
and school staff

1 0. Pol i c i e s ,  l eg i s l a t ion  a n d  
guidelines must b e  developed 
ro ensure rhc mobilisation, al­
locario11 :md co-ordination of 
resources at all levels. 

Health promoting schools is a 
setting-based approach of pro­
moting health to a number of 
groups (pupils, their families,staff 
and the community) on a vari­
ety of topics(nutrition, obesity, 
sexual health. accidents, environ­
mental issues ere.) using a variety 

of 11 1ethodologies (campaigns, 
health education, community de­
velopment etc.). The concept is 
an excellent strategy to achieve 
one of the main opjectives of 
WHO. that i s .  "Health for All by 
the Year 2000." 

Another important point is 
that schooling in itself is shown 
to be a powerful way to influence 
health everywhere. This can be 
clearly demonstrated from the 
benefits of Maternal and Child 
Health (Editorial, World Health 
1 996). Educated women tend to 
marry later and more likely to 
utilise the family planning serv­
ices. They make informed deci­
sions regarding health matters 
through health education, take 
better care of their children and 
family as a whole and are more 
likely to have their children im­
munised against infectious dis-

ea�es. 
H ealth pro11 1oting schools 

al'\o pro\·ide opporruniries fr11· 11:1-

rion,; to de;1l with the common 
public health issues. This is par­
ticularly useful for den·loping 
countries where rc.·sourcc, .1n: 
�carce. 

Discussions 
l 'ro 11 1ot ing the health of the' 
young is ,1 good i11,·e.;;r111cnt fOr 
any nation . Tht..· rca::>on i'i ,i1n­
ply tl1.1t the,e young people \\'ill 
de t e rm ine  the  hea l th  and  
eco110111y of  the  nation in ti.1turc 
yeJrs. If the 1utio11 is con1mittcd 
to nurture clll aspects of lw.1\ th -
physical. mernal and ,ocial. of 
the,e young people , tht"Y wil l  
grow up to be well  rounded in­
di,·idual, and thth , .,ill contrib­
urc to the µrosperiry of the na­
tion (World Health 1 996) . The 
key issut..' here i� to 1nake e\'ery 
effort to pro111ote ht"aith at a wry 
young age ,o that healthy be\1 3\'­
iour 111ay bt..' inculcated earlier on 
in life and stay1- throughout nlld­
dle and old ages. 

Young people learn not only 
fi-0111 te�chers in school, but from 
their fa111ilies and rhe co11111nmi­
tics at large. Therefore', it i� i111-
portant to provide health educa­
tion to the family and the co111-
111unity so that there is constant 
rcinforce1nents and sin1ilar ,·alues 
picked up by the young people 
in the ho111c :md community set­
tings. However, the concept of 
health is not as simple as that, as 
therf' are many dererrninants of 
health such as cultural values, en­
vironn1e11t. social aspccr, gL·netic 
endown1ent to name a ft:w. With 
these in  mind, the health inter­
ventions pla1111ed must be able to 
harmonise with these dctcrmi­
nantS of health in order to achieve 
effectiveness. 

The checklist of Health Pro­
motion Prim iples (Phil Hanlon, 
Outline Notes on Health Prorno­
tion) can be applied to evaluate 
the strengths and \\'eaknesses of 
the concept of Healt\1 Promot­
ing Schools. 

Most of the examples in the 
literature illustrate that the con­
cept is based on a broad defini­
tion of health. that is, it cm·ers the 
physical , mental a11d social aspect 
of health. Ho\\'e,·er most of the 
time, it  concentrates n1ore on the 
posirin.' con1ponenr of rhesc as­
pects of health . Most of the ex­
amples also show that the dt'ter-
111inants of health ha,·e been \\'Cl\ 
analysed. Health for all princi­
ples were applied in most of the 
programmes and the concept of 
Health Promoting school is to 
teach life skills and works on the 
theme of preparation for life and 
therefore the process is empow­
ering. 

Health Promoting Schools 
use a c mbination mNhodology 
of education, pre,-cntion and ad­
vocacy. However. in 111ost in­
stances tht! 1nain en1phasis is on 
education. This would be en­
hanced by considering the 111ul­
tiplc approaches to promoting 
health. when we consider the 
111odels of education. the t\\'0 
more relevant ones would be 
Health Action Models and Stages 
of Change. 

Most of the examples indi­
cate that a co111prehensive needs 
:1ssessrnent ,vas done and in a fe,v 
cases a conununity diagnosis w:i.s 
pe,formed. 111 some instances. 
planning was good. However, tl1is 
could be further imprm·ed if all 

poles of the health corn pass wcre 
explored. E,·aluc1tio11 can be done 
on a �horr or long term ba,;:is. 
Most of the exa111ples quoted a11 
in1provement in the overall health 
of the pupils .rnd the connnunity. 
An 11npro\·cmcnt in the school 
t..'1wiromnrnt abo resulted. How­
l'\'L'r. 11 1ost of rJ,e timt..', it f.1il, to 
di')cuss the benefits achit..'\'t:d by 

the schools' staff. More emphasis 
,uch 3S training: and inet..' l ltl\"t..'S
