Dissemination of values and culture through the e-folklore

ABSTRACT

This study has used the Malay Methodology theory by Hashim
Awang (1994) which states that in all aspects of life there are ways in dealing with life, trust
and culture among the society and related to humanity. It is hoped that further studies will
focus on the values of efolklore between human and animals.
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
